Vocational Placement

In addition to study time students are required to complete 120 hours of volunteer work within their
local church and/or a community based organisation. This volunteer work is called “Vocational
Placement”. Vocational Graduate Diploma students are expected to minister in a leadership role
within their local church and/or community organisation, where they are required to develop others.

Completion of this course qualifies you for entry into the Vocational Graduate Diploma of Christian
Ministry and Theology, and will provide partial Direct Credit Transfer into the following: Master of



Christian Studies, Master of Ministry, Master of Theology and a range of other nationally recognised
gualifications.
